An Exit Strategy Fraught with Peril Summary (long)

This article is about the international community’s 2014 exit strategy from Afghanistan.  The first way to do that is to train the Afghan soldiers to be able to stand on there own feet.  The second way is a regional co-operation on a conflict that defies borders.  After the assassination of former president Burhanuddin Rabbani who chaired the Afghan peace council has derailed efforts to find common ground with the Taliban.  The training mission is scrambling to add 50,000 soldiers and police to Afghanistan’s 306,000 security forces over the next while.  None of the Afghan police units are capable of functioning without direct assistance.  The U.S. Defence State has requested more than $5-billion to sustain the Afghan police and military in 2012.  One in seven soldiers and police leave each month, for every ten soldiers trained another 13 trainees drop out.  In the worst case scenario, the country will return back to a civil war like in 1990s.  When countries first started to help out Afghanistan the Taliban controlled over 90 percent of the country.
