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The book 13 Reasons Why had many different conflicts, the main conflict is rumours.  In Jay Asher’s 13 Reasons Why rumours are one of the reasons Hannah killed herself, became insecure, and it made everyone in her school look at her differently.  These reasons will prove rumours are the main conflict.

Hannah Baker was a high school student who was prone to rumours.  Hannah was with Justin Foley at the park and they kissed, but the he told everyone that he had intimate contact with her and after this rumour Hannah was labelled a slut.  Hannah was just a high school student who was living her life, but the rumours and the exudations stared wearing her down.  She started not to care about things she should of, like when Bryce started to do naughty things to her she just sat back and let him, even though she didn’t want him to.  Having all these rumours about her she started debating her own life, to live or to die.  At the beginning of the book the first tape Hannah said, “Hello boys a girls.  Hannah Baker here.  Live and in stereo.” (Asher, 7) and then goes onto to say, “I hope you’re ready, because I’m about to tell you the story of my life.  More specifically, why my life ended.  And if you’re listening to these tapes, you’re one of the reasons why.” (Asher, 7) that is a very weird thing to hear if you were listening to the tapes but she wanted everyone who affected her life to know what they did wrong.  

Rumours made everyone at school look at Hannah Baker differently.  The rumours going around were that she was a slut.  Most of the guys saw this opportunity to take advantage of Hannah; the guys heard she was a slut so they all tried to get with her.  Hannah knew what was happening, after a guy in her school made a hot and not list and out Hannah as number one on the hot list, “Best ass in freshmen class”(Asher, 7) everyone treated her much differently after the list, guys thought she was easy.  She talked about guys having permission to touch her butt because of the list. (Asher, 52)  The girls even used the rumours against Hannah by not being friends with her.  All this was to do with rumours.  Hannah was not actually a slut but since one person said she was everyone else just believed what they had heard and thought it was true.  This is one of the biggest problems in high schools these days’ people take a story they have heard and excaudate it to make someone else look bad.  That is what happens all throughout this book it starts as one little thing and turns into a huge big deal.  

The rumours started making Hannah more insecure.  She didn’t know who to trust and if she trusted them how to act.  She didn’t want to do anything that would turn into gossip and make things even worse.  Hannah started acting in ways she never ahs before for example she pushed a guy over after he did something wrong to her, in front of everyone.  Hannah started acting differently because she was seen differently by everyone at school.  She thought she had made a friend but it turned out she just used Hannah.  Hannah decided to slap her after figuring out what she had done.  Hannah had become unsecure by all the rumours.  In the first tape Hannah talks about why would a dead girl lie so she going she going to tell the truth.  (Asher, 8)

Hannah had it pretty rough, but she felt the need to take a permanent solution to a temporary problem.  The rumours are the main conflict of Jay Asher’s 13 Reasons Why because it was a big reason in her suicide, it made her insecure, and it changed how everyone in school looked at her.
